Formal Uniform 
 Navy blazer with crest  
 Blue dress shirt, short or long sleeve 
 Striped tie / Grad tie for Gr. 12 
 Kilt with navy knee socks or navy tights 
 Grey dress pants with black leather belt and grey socks (Optional) 
 Black leather shoes, non marking sole (no skinny heels & no more than 1 ½” heel)
